Boat Mid-Build Reflection
IN CLASS
Today, we are going to take a break from building to look back on what work you have already done and plan the next steps to finish up this project.  For full credit, all of the following questions must be answered with at least 5 complete sentences.  You must turn in what you have written by the end of the period.
1) How has your design changed since we first started this project?  For example, how does your boat look compared to your original plans?

2) Why did your design change over the course of construction?  Even if it has not changed much, describe how actually working with cardboard and tape changed your expectations for the boat.

3) What are the next steps you need to take to finish your boat?  Explain which steps are absolutely necessary to make the boat work and which steps are just to make your boat look better or be more secure.

4) If you could start the whole project over, what would you do differently and what would you still do the same way?

5) What else could you do with your cardboard boat besides float it in water?  (This question is an extra credit opportunity!  If you can come up with an innovative use of your cardboard boat that we can try on campus, we can put your boat to the test as an opportunity for extra credit.)

HOMEWORK (START THIS IN CLASS):
After you have completed the five questions above and turned them in to the front desk, you have two choices for your homework assignment.  This assignment will be due at the start of class tomorrow.  Choose one of the following tasks to complete:
A) Write a 1 page (hand-written) letter to a student who will be taking Physics next year giving them advice on planning and building a cardboard boat.  Start the letter with “Dear Physics Student,” and make sure to sign the end with your name.  This letter should be at least 3 paragraphs.

B) Draw and color a full page (extra-long paper on front desk) advertisement for your boat.  Think of a car ad – it should have a large, attractive picture of your boat with the boat's name.  You might also want to include a catchphrase or slogan to encourage people to buy your boat.  0
